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Goshen - Long considered one of Orange County's most beautiful vistas, the Menendez dairy farm in the Town of Montgomery might soon be forever preserved, thanks to a grant from Orange County.

The 114-acre farm, which borders the Wallkill River, was among four tracts of land to share $1.7 million in preservation money in the county's latest round of open space grants. The other parcels that received grants - the KeziaLain Farm in Minisink, Myruski Farm in Warwick and a strip of land ringing Chadwick Lake in Newburgh - total 366 acres.

The awards were announced yesterday by Orange County Executive Ed Diana during a news conference at the Menendez farm. All told, the county has pledged $5.2 million to save about 1,500 acres since last year, when the open space grant program was started by Diana.
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
